DTV Transition Coming Soon 

  On February 17, 2009 analog 
broadcast television will end and 
analog-only televisions may be 
unable to display broadcast pro-
gramming unless the viewer takes 
action.  If you watch TV using your 
television’s antenna or from an 
antenna attached to your house 
you may be affected by this transi-
tion.   

  This event will mark the end of 
the old analog method of receiving 
over the air broadcast television, 
but it won’t be the end of free over 
the air television.  It also doesn’t 
necessarily mean that you will 
have to throw away your analog 
television set.  A digital-to-analog 
converter box receives the digital 
broadcast television signal and 
converts it to an analog signal be-
fore sending the signal to the ana-
log television set.  These devices 
range in price from $50 to $70 and 
are available online – search for 
“DTV converter box” – or at most 
“big box” electronics stores.  You 
can apply for up to two $40 cou-
pons from the government to offset 

the cost of these converter boxes.  
Before you buy a converter box, 
please ensure it is possible to re-
ceive the digital TV signals at your 
location.  The distance from the 
source of the signals may dictate 
whether or not you can get the sig-
nals at all and if so, the kind of an-
tenna you will need.  Try 
www.antennaweb.org for more 
details about antenna require-
ments. 

  You can get more DTV transition 

information at  www.DTV.gov, and 

you can get information about the 

digital converter box rebate pro-

gram by going to www.dtv2009.gov 

or calling the NTIA at 888-DTV-

2009.  If you have a pay TV ser-

vice such as cable TV or satellite 

delivered TV, you should contact 

your provider to find out how this 

transition affects you.
